My name is Kolleen Johnson, and I serve as the Director of Student Success for Manitou Springs 
School District. One of the things I support in this role is state assessment, and I wanted to go 
over the assessments that will be happening this spring and their timelines.  
 
The Colorado Measures of Academic Success (CMAS) assessments are given in grades 3-8 in 
English Language Arts, and Math.  In grades 5, 8, and 11 students are also assessed in science.  
This suite of assessments is scheduled for April 11th – 28th. 
 
The assessment for grades 9-11 is the SAT Suite of Assessments, and that includes the SAT with 
essay for students in 11th grade.  These assessments will take place on Wednesday, April 13th. 
 
While we will accommodate students for makeup assessments, it is most ideal for your student 
to be at school for the original testing day. Research shows students do better on testing day 
and it will ensure they aren’t pulled from class time to make up testing.  Please take this into 
consideration as you are scheduling time that your student(s) will not be in attendance.
